Wangari Maathai is one of the world’s most honoured
environmentalists. The Green Belt Movement she founded
in 1977 has established over 6,000 tree nurseries and
planted more than 20 million trees across Kenya. For

her success, she was awarded the Nobel Prize in 2004,
becoming the first African woman to win a Nobel Prize.
Maathai travelled to the United States to earn a master’s
degree in science and then to Germany and back to Kenya
for a Ph.D. The first woman in Africa to earn a Ph.D.,,

she then became the first woman to be the head of a
university department in Kenya. Maathai’'s commitment to
the environment began when she returned to Kenya from
her studies abroad and saw how the landscape was being
destroyed by uncontrolled tree cutting. She knew that this
problem wasn’t going to be resolved by the government.
So, the idea of a widespread tree-planting programme
came to her in 1976. After establishing the programme,
Maathai turned to other aspects of Kenyan society and she
challenged the government to improve education and food
distribution.
